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> ACTOR

Actors communicate
characters and situations to
an audience through
dialogue, body language
and actions. They typically
interpret the work of a
writer under the instruction
and support of a director.

> DANCER

Dancers use movement to
interpret music, tell stories
and express emotion, often
under the guidance of a
choreographer. You might
dance in front of live
audiences or in recorded
performances for TV, film or
music videos

MUSICAL
> THEATER
PERFORMER

Musical theater performers
are generally ‘triple treats’' —
skilled in singing, dancing
and acting. This can be a
demanding career, with
eight shows a week being
the norm, and competition
for roles is fierce.
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> FILM-MAKER

A filmmaker is a storyteller, a
visionary. The film-maker has
to be adept at not only
envisioning how a story will
be expressed but also take
care of the day-to-day
activities that go into making
a film.

> FILM CRITIC

A movie critic is a person who
views and analyzes the
various elements of a film,
like character and plot
development, performance,
cinematography, directing,
editing, and writing.

> VISUAL EFFECTS
ARTIST

VFX artists create photoreal,
digitally-generated imagery. The
role requires the seamless
integration of these effects into
live action in feature films,
television and, increasingly,
online and console gaming.
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>DJ

D3Js typically perform for a
live audience in a nightclub
or dance clubora TV, radio
broadcast audience, or an
online radio audience. DJs
also create mixes, remixes
and tracks that are recorded
for later sale and distribution.

> THEATER
DIRECTOR

Theater directors bring
scripts to life on the stage,
working closely with
everyone involved to create a
show that connects with the
audience. They're in charge of
the practical and creative
interpretation of a dramatic
script or musical score and
are involved in the whole
process from start to finish.

SCRIPTWRITER SCREENWRITING

If you have a passion for creating
scripts, and a strong interest in
digital media, this career could be
for you. You'll use your imagination
to create engaging stories for a
range of formats, from films to
television and even computer
games.
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> ARTS
ADMINISTRATOR

Arts administrators organize
arts activities and services
and ensure they are
successful. They work for
various organizations such as
theaters or museums.

> FILM AND VIDEO
EDITORS

Using video-editing software,
these film industry workers
arrange video footage to tell a
story or convey information.
They may collaborate with
camera operators and producers
and directors on the overall
vision for the production.

BROADCASTING
PRESENTER/RJ

Broadcasting presenters are the
public face or voice of programs
presented on television, radio and
the internet. They entertain and
inform their audiences by
presenting information or
entertainment in an open and
attractive way.
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»> TATTOO ARTIST

Tattoo artist positions involve
sketching and inking permanent
images onto the skin.
Considering these works cannot
be erased and involve needles
and blood, many states have
licensing requirements for tattoo
artists.

)»> BLOGGER

A blogger is someone who
writes regularly for an online
journal or website. A political
blogger might provide
weekly commentary on
current events.

> MAKEUP ARTIST

Makeup artists are experts at
using make-up compounds
to tint, conceal, or otherwise
alter a person's look for the
purpose of beautification.
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> MUSIC COMPOSER

A Music composer is someone who
writes music professionally. Often,
they use special forms of musical
notation to create musical scores,
which musicians use to perform the
pieces.

> SINGER

A person who sings is called a
singer, artist or vocalist that
can be sung with or without
accompaniment by musical
instruments.
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> INSTRUMENTALIST

Instrumentalist is a person who
plays a musical instrument,
especially as a job.
Instrumentalists play one or more
musical instruments in recital, in
accompaniment, and as

members of an orchestra, band,
or other musical group.
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»> MUSICIAN

A musician is a person who
composes, conducts, or performs
music. "musician" is a general
term used to designate one who
follows music as a profession.

)> PODCASTER

As a Podcaster, you will be
responsible for: Planning and
preparing episode topics and
interview questions. Hosting
and recording the episodes
with a co-host or guest. Writing
brief show notes for each
episodes.

> VLOGGER

Vlog stands for a video blog or
video log, and refers to a type of
blog where most or all of the
content is in a video format. Vlog
posts consist of creating a video
of yourself where you talk on a
particular subject such as
reporting or reviewing a product
or an event.
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)»> CINEMATOGRAPHER

The cinematographer is the person
responsible for bringing a director's
vision to life on screen, handling all
the technical aspects of visual
storytelling.

> SOUND
EDITOR

Sound editors are responsible for
the finished sound in movies and
television shows. The process
involves selecting, polishing, and
assembling three primary
elements—recorded dialogue,
sound effects, and music—into a
complete, integrated soundtrack.

)»> CARTOONIST

A cartoonist not only
allocates a face to a character
but defines the persona as
well. Whenever we think of
the great cartoonist, the first
thought which comes to our
mind is RK Laxman's or Matt
Groening.
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ART/CREATIVE
)»> DIRECTORS

An art director makes sure the
client's message is conveyed to
their desired audience. They are
responsible for the advertising's
visual aspects, while working with
other team members such as the
graphic designer.
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> INSTAGRAM
INFLUENCER

Influencers are Instagram
users who have an
established credibility and
audience; who can persuade
others by virtue of their
trustworthiness and
authenticity.

ADVERTISING
MANAGER

They are in charge of
planning and directing the
advertising campaigns for
companies.
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) BRAND/PRODUCT %DM\%
MANAGER (e,

Brand managers provide branding u@(

direction, develop and execute
brand marketing programs and
ensure brand consistency across

channels.

> COPYWRITER

Copywriters work for
advertising and marketing
agencies or directly for a
business. They're responsible
for applying marketing
principles to compose
compelling copy that
accompanies visual elements
in ads, videos and other types
of marketing content.

)»> MUSEUM
CURATOR

Much like a set designer, a
museum curator is
responsible for the look and
overall feel of, you guessed it,
a museum. Think of things
like pamphlets, signage
around the museum, and
even audio guides.
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> EVENT PLANNER

An event planner structures an event,
coordinate all of the moving parts, and
makes sure everyone has a good time.
Also called convention and meeting
planners, they do everything involved
in making sure these events go
smoothly, including choosing locations,
hiring caterers, entertainment, and
other vendors.

»> PET GROOMER

Pet grooming means an
establishment where animals
are groomed and washed
and may include the ancillary
sale of products related to
this service.

> FOOD REVIEWER

The term food reviewer, food
writer, and restaurant critic
can all be used to describe a
writer who analyzes food or
restaurants and then
publishes the results of their
findings.
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> PHOTOGRAPHERS

A photographer is someone
who takes photographs as a
job or hobby. Photographers
tell stories through images
they capture through their
cameras.

>JOURNALIST

Journalism is another career
choice for creative people in
which writers specifically
cover news for print, digital
and television with photos.

»> WILDLIFE
PHOTOGRAPHY

Wildlife photography is a genre
of photography that records the
life of animals in their natural
settings, like in a forest or
underwater.

PHOTOGRAPHY

Fashion photography is most
often conducted for
advertisements or fashion
magazines such as Vogue,
Vanity Fair, or Elle.

> VIDEO EDITORS

A Video Editor, or Video
Production Editor, is
responsible for reviewing
audio and visual footage and
using computer software to
organize clips into a cohesive
unit.

> VIDEOGRAPHER

A videographer is responsible
for recording live events and
small scale video
productions.
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> COMMUNICATION

DESIGNER

A communication designer is
a professional who uses visual
elements to deliver
information to an audience.
To attract new consumers or
spread awareness about a
topic, communication
designers oversee
promotional campaigns.

> CHARACTER
ANIMATOR

A character animator is a
specialization of a 3D
animator. They breathe life
into 3D characters, adding
nuance and personality
through their movements,
gestures, facial expressions,
and how they interact (and
react) with their environment
and other characters.
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)»> MODELLER

Modellers or model makers
build the digital or physical
versions of everything that is

seen on screen in an
animation. They translate
concept art, character
designs and environment
designs into models ready to
be animated. They work in-
house at an animation studio.
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> BOARD GAME
DESIGNER

As a board game designer,
you'll bring ideas, build
prototypes, create interactive
narration and develop the
game's mechanics. You'll
design systems that are easily
maintainable, expandable
and comfortable to use, while
injecting fun into the user
experience.

)»> VIDEO GAME
DESIGNER

A video game designer
imagines almost everything
about a game, including its
plots, characters, visual
designs, and layouts.
Designhers meet with
different teams and create a
cohesive vision.

> FASHION
DESIGNER

Fashion design is the art of
applying design, aesthetics,
clothing construction and
natural beauty to clothing
and its accessories.
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> FASHION STYLIST

Fashion stylists work for
individuals, fashion houses
and clothing brands. Their
main responsibilities include
providing fashion advice;
choosing and co-ordinating
outfits for models in photo
shoots or actors in television
and film.

»> KNITWEAR
DESIGNER

A Knitwear Design course
deals with wools, yarns and
other materials needed for
making final knitted apparel.
They learn how to use
technology, machines and
tools in producing specific
designs and garments.

> FASHION
JOURNALIST/FASHION
BLOGGER

Fashion journalists focus
mostly on trends and events,
and maintain relationships
with designers and stylists. A
fashion journalist has
knowledge of fashion history,
and stays up to date on
industry trends.
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> TEXTILE DESIGNER

A Web designer is someone
who prepares content for the
Web. This role is mainly
related to the styling and
layout of pages with content,
including text and images.

» VIsuAlL
MERCHANDISER

Visual Merchandisers present,
arrange and display items in
stores and shop windows,
that is, in crucial places
where customers get to see,
pick and buy products.

> INTERIOR
DESIGNER

Interior designers make
indoor spaces functional,
safe, and beautiful by
determining space
requirements and selecting
essential and decorative
items, such as colors, lighting,
and materials.
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)»> EXHIBITION
DESIGNER

An exhibition designer is a
professional who creates
fixtures and display stands for
events such as large public
exhibitions, conferences,
trade shows and temporary
displays for businesses,
museumes, libraries and art
galleries.

)»> SET DESIGNER

The set decorator is
responsible for fulfilling the
production designer's vision
via the “set dressing” or decor
elements within a set:
lighting, art, furniture,
collectibles, drapery, floor
coverings, technology,
garden sculptures,
streetlamps, etc.

> LIGHTING
DESIGNER

Lighting design is a process
that is part of any
architectural and interior
design project where the
designer has to know all the
important aspects of lighting
that can influence a space.
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> JEWELLERY
DESIGNER

Jewelry designers work with
precious metals, diamonds,
beads and gemstones to
create wearable pieces of art.
A jewelry designer may
create one-of-a-kind pieces
for high-end jewelers or an
entire line for a mass-market
fashion designer.

»> JEWELLERY
RETOUCHER

It involves common
enhancements such as color
correction, background
removal, and blemish
removal, among many others.
Jewelry retouching services
are commonly availed by
jewelers for commercial
purposes.

> JEWELLERY
SETTER

Setters specialise in fixing
precious and semi-precious
gemstones into various items
of jewellery, accessories and
silverware using a range of
setting and carving
techniques.
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)»> GEMOLOGIST

The work responsibilities of
gemologists include
identifying, grading, and
appraising gemstones. A
Gemologist can easily identify
the gemstone and its variety.

»> CERAMIC
DESIGNER

Ceramic artists shape, form,
and mold artworks out of
clay, often using a potters
wheel and other tools. They
glaze and fire pieces in kilns,
which are large, special
furnaces that dry and harden
the clay.

> GLASS DESIGNER

Glass designer is an expert
who designs different
materials such as pottery,
cookware, tableware,
decorative glasses, and
various other items using
glass.
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> LEATHER ACCESSORY
DESIGNER

A leather accessory designer
creates accessories, such as
bags, pouches belts out of
the leather material. A leather
designer generally assists
other design teams by
observing and participating
in creating a leather
accessory collection.

»> MEN's
ACCESSORY
DESIGNER

Men accessory designers
work in the fashion industry
creating accessories such as
wallets, belts, scarves,
mufflers and other fashion
items that complement
various attires.

> FOOTWEAR/SHOE
DESIGNER

Shoe or footwear designers
come under the category of
fashion designers who
specialise in creating original
footwear. They sketch design
and create shoes using
particular materials and
patterns.
